Alleging that atrocities
on Dalits and tribals have
gone up in BJP-ruled
states, Congress leader
Priyanka Gandhi Vadra
on Tuesday asked why
the ruling party remains
"silent" on horrific
attacks against them.

She cited instances of
a tribal woman being set
on fire in Guna district of
Madhya Pradesh over a
property dispute and a
Dalit youth killed in
Lucknow district's Maal
area allegedly after an
explosion under the cot.

A Dalit youth was

blown up in Uttar
Pradesh and a tribal
woman was set ablaze in
Madhya Pradesh, Gandhi
said in a tweet in Hindi.

"Why has the BJP,
which is using the names
of Dalits-Adivasis for
elections, keep silent
about these horrific inci-
dents of attacks on Dalits-
Adivasis," the Congress
general secretary asked.

Srinagar : The decision
of the People’s Alliance for
Gupkar Declaration (PAGD)
to contest Assembly elec-
tions together, if and when
they are held, is likely to put
the squeeze on smaller main-
stream parties such as Sajad
Lone’s People’s Conference
and Altaf Bukhari’s Apni
Party and may also bother
the BJPin the Jammu region.

Former J&K chief minis-
ter and PAGD president
Farooq Abdullah on Monday
made the official announce-
ment about alliance mem-
bers contesting polls togeth-
er. Former CM and National
Conference Vice President
Omar Abdullah had dropped
hints about a joint contest a
month ago and it was also
endorsed by Peoples
Democratic Party chief and
PAGD vice-president
Mehbooba Mufti. Once
arch-rivals, the NC and the
PDP came together with
smaller parties in 2020 to
form the PAGD and seek the

restoration of J&K’s special
status that was abrogated on
August 5, 2019.

This is not good news for
either Lone’s political ambi-
tions or the Apni Party,
which Bukhari formed two
years ago after splitting from
the PDP. The People’s
Conference bagged two
seats in the 2014 Assembly
elections for the erstwhile
J&K state, both of them in
Kupwara. The party’s vote
share in these two seats was
24.7 per cent, compared to
the NC’s 26.7 per cent and
the PDP’s 32.2 per cent vote

share. If the PDPand NC
manage to consolidate their
votes, then Lone will be left
struggling in these con-
stituencies. The Apni Party,
meanwhile, has a galaxy of
political leaders but is
devoid of a political turf. It is
still in the process of creat-
ing a cadre base and the gen-
eral perception of it being a
BJP proxy is not going to
help. For the BJP, the PAGD
may pose a challenge in
Jammu’s Chenab Valley and
Pir Panjal regions where the
Muslim population is siz-
able. The two regions

account for 16 of Jammu’s
43 Assembly seats. The BJP
has a slim chance of success
in the Kashmir Valley — in
the 2014 Assembly elec-
tions, it secured the highest
votes but its vote share in the
Valley was 2.2 per cent and
it failed to open its account
— but in Jammu, it used to
sail through as the Hindu
votes used to get consolidat-
ed in its favour while the
votes in Chenab and Pir
Panjal used to get divided
between the NC, the PDP,
and the Congress. Political
experts said there was a
growing sense among
Muslims in Chenab and Pir
Panjal that they need to con-
solidate their votes.

The biggest challenge to
the PAGD’s objective of
consolidating this vote base
may be Congress leader
Ghulam Nabi Azad, a former
J&K CM. While the
Congress is expected to have
a tactical alliance with the
PAGD, if Azad forms a new

political party before the
elections it could damage the
alliance’s prospects in these
regions.

But if the Gandhis decide
against allying with the
PAGD — the party had to
beat a hasty retreat when it
associated itself with the
alliance before the District
Development Council
(DDC) polls in 2020 — the
Congress could eat into the
coalition’s votes in the
Valley. The biggest task for
the NC and the PDP, howev-
er, is going to be motivating
its cadre and mobilising
them for candidates belong-
ing to each other’s parties.
The parties are also likely to
have to deal with aspiring
candidates who will have to
forego their seats because of
a seat adjustment pact. In the
run-up to the DDC polls,
Lone fell out with the PAGD
after accusing the coalition’s
members of fielding proxy
candidates against each
other.

BJP & smaller parties face a challenge

Nagpur, Jul 5 A day after the
Eknath Shinde-led Maharashtra
government won the trust vote in
the Assembly, Deputy Chief
Minister Devendra Fadnavis said
the state cabinet expansion will be
done soon. 

Speaking to reporters at the
Nagpur airport on Tuesday,
Fadnavis expressed his determina-
tion towards the development of
the state's Vidarbha region. 

"The cabinet expansion will be
done soon," Fadnavis said. 

On his arrival to his hometown
Nagpur following the formation of
the new government in the state,
BJP workers accorded a grand
welcome to the deputy CM, who
was accompanied by his wife

Amruta Fadnavis.  From the air-
port, the BJPleader embarked on a
'jallosh yatra' (victory celebration)
organised here by his supporters.

Last month, Shinde launched a
rebellion against the Sena.
Majority of MLAs sided with him,
which led to the collapse of the
Maha Vikas Aghadi government
led by Uddhav Thackeray.

On June 30, Shinde was sworn
in as the chief minister of
Maharashtra, while Fadnavis took
oath as the deputy CM.

After winning the trust vote on
Monday, Chief Minister Eknath
Shinde had said he will need some
time before he and Fadnavis dis-
cuss the allocation of cabinet port-
folios. 

Let us breathe properly. It was
quite hectic for us (referring to
political activities over the last
fortnight). 

I and Devendra Fadnavis will
sit and discuss cabinet portfolios
and their allocation. We will also
get the allocation vetted from
national leaders of the BJP, Shinde
had said.

Maharashtra cabinet expansion soon: Fadnavis

Underlining that the
observations of the
Supreme Court on for-
mer BJP spokesperson
Nupur Sharma violate
judicial propriety and
fairness, a group of “con-
cerned citizens” that
includes 15 former high
court judges wrote an
open letter addressed to
the Chief Justice of
India.

“The observations,
simultaneously relayed
by all channels in high
decibel, are not in sync
with judicial ethos and
by no stretch these obser-
vations, which are not
part of the judicial order,
can be sanctified on the
plank of judicial propri-
ety and fairness,” the let-

ter stated.
The signatories

include former chief jus-
tice of the Bombay High
Court Kshitij Vyas, for-
mer Gujarat High Court
judge S M Soni, former
Rajasthan High Court
judges R S Rathore and
Prashant Agarwal and
former Delhi High Court
judge S N Dhingra. Apart
from former high court
judges, 77 bureaucrats
and 25 army veterans are
signatories to the open
letter. “The observations,
judgmental in nature, on
issues not before the
court, are crucification of
the essence and spirit of
the Indian Constitution.
Forcing a petitioner by
such damning observa-
tions, pronouncing her

guilty without trial, and
denial of access to justice
on the issue raised in the
petition can never be a
facet of a democratic
society,” the letter said.

The Supreme Court
last week declined
Sharma’s plea to club the
hate speech cases filed
against her across the
country. A vacation
bench of Justices Surya
Kant and J B Pardiwala,
while refusing to grant
interim relief, underlined
that her contentious com-
ments were “irresponsi-
ble.” “The way she has
ignited emotions across
the country…this lady is
single-handedly respon-
sible for what is happen-

ing in the country,”
Justice Kant had said.

“Emotions have flared
up extensively on
account of these observa-
tions that in a sense
dilute the barbaric das-
tardly beheading in broad
daylight in Udaipur – a
case under investiga-
tion,” the open letter
said. Another open letter
to the CJI, by Jammu and
Kashmir-based organisa-
tion Forum for Human
Rights and Social
Justice, also criticised the
court’s observations on
Sharma and demanded
that the roster of Justice
Kant be withdrawn or the
judge be directed to with-
draw his observations.

Priyanka slams BJP over

attacks on Dalits, tribalsRameswaram :
Beleaguered Sri
Lankans fleeing the cri-
sis-hit island republic
and arriving in the coun-
try continued on
Tuesday as eight per-
sons, including children,
belonging to two fami-
lies, landed here, unable
to manage the "unliv-
able" conditions back
home. Prior to this, 105
persons have arrived in
the country through the
sea route here, with Sri
Lanka being in the grip
of a crippling economic
crisis that has resulted in
exorbitant prices of
essential commodities.

On Tuesday, local
fishermen spotted the
eight members stranded
at Arichalmunai, after
having travelled there by
boat from Sri Lanka,

officials said, following
which they informed the
Marine Police.

Police rescued them
and brought them to
Dhanushkodi for further
enquiry after which they
will be sent to the
Mandapam refugee
camp, they said.

The 8 persons belong
to Jaffna in Sri Lanka.

One of the Lankans
who arrived here today,
Lavendran, said that his
home country was
undergoing an "unliv-
able" phase with issues
including unemploy-
ment and skyrocketing
prices of essential com-
modities making life dif-
ficult.

He said the two fami-
lies coughed up a huge
sum to travel by boat
from Jaffna to here.

More Sri Lankans arrive in TN

MUMBAI : The selection of senior
Nationalist Congress Party (NCP) leader
Ajit Pawar, 62, as the Leader of the
Opposition (LoP) in the Maharashtra
Assembly has again signalled that he
remains the best bet for the party when it
comes to facing electoral challenges.

In the previous Shiv Sena-led Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA) government, Ajit
Pawar had been the deputy chief minister,
which had marked his return to the centre-
stage of state politics despite having raised
a banner of revolt briefly against his uncle
and NCPsupremo Sharad Pawar by get-
ting sworn in as deputy CM along with
Devendra Fadnavis as the CM in a dramat-
ic, albeit short-lived, development just
before the MVA’s formation in November
2019.

During the MVA government’s 31-
month tenure, Ajit was said to be the de
facto CM who would regularly work from
the state government’s Mantralay head-
quarters amid the Covid-19 pandemic. CM
Uddhav Thackeray, on the other hand, pre-
ferred working mostly from his official
residence “Varsha”. Following the estab-
lishment of a new government involving
the Eknath Shinde-led rebel Sena faction
and the BJP, the NCP(53 MLAs) got an
upper hand over the Uddhav-led Sena (15)

and the Congress (44) in staking claim
over the LoP’s post.

The NCPleadership took the decision
to appoint Ajit as the LoPafter carefully
weighing its pros and cons. With Pawar
Senior continuing to call the shots in the
party organisation, many were skeptical on
whether Ajit would get this key position or
not.

Pawar Senior has always exercised cau-
tion not to hand over any post to family
members on a platter. Whether it is Ajit or
daughter Supriya Sule, an MP, they have
been subjected to rigorous political grind
to prove their mettle before given posi-
tions.

A seven-time MLA, Ajit Pawar has
been winning from the Baramati Assembly
constituency since 1991. Apart from a
brief stint as a Lok Sabha MPin early
nineties, his politics has always remained
confined to Maharashtra.

NCPinsiders said that “Ajit Pawar will
have to navigate through plenty of chal-
lenges in his role as the LoP”. They con-
ceded that his new role will demand a
tightrope walk as any aggressive politics
against the new government would entail a
“heavy price” with the “sword of central
agencies like the ED hanging over him and
some other NCPleaders”.
